News from the
Building and Property Committee

Trees and Drainage

There are a couple of spots on the Hope Church
property that look more like lagoons than lawns for
most of the summer. However there is hope, there are
storm sewer drains within reach of both areas. The
down side is that several trees will have to come out in
order to run the tile lines to the storm sewers and
ensure that the tile does not get blocked by tree roots
over time.

The first area is just behind the garage where a tile line
terminates at the surface. This line will be continued
out to the storm sewer at Ninth Street, routing
between the garage and the neighbor’s property. For
this to happen the three pine trees behind the garage
will have to be removed.

The second area is on the far eastern edge of the
property toward the elementary school. There is one
tree in the northeast corner that will have to be
removed in order to complete the tile line to the storm
sewer. We could consider replacing the trees that are
removed with new trees in areas that would help with
cooling the building or creating meeting/picnic space
outside. Comments are welcome.
